Frome Vale Area Forum meeting 6th March at Shireway Community Centre, Yate.  One of the items under discusstion will be grants.
New Homes Bonus (NHB) Grants- money left in the pot for this year, but not sure about the following years.  Village Hall has been successful in attracting funds and had requests from other village organisations.

Some of the NHB money is being used for a Youth Survey-the youth worker has attended the youth club; ideas for further meetings with the young people.

Cllr Hope has received comments regarding the state of Chase Lane and a visit with an office inspector is taking place tomorrow-Cllr Hope will include Church Hill.
Further to the earlier discussion in respect of the KLB school bus-Cllr Hope has had a meeting with officers who are aware of some of the problems and will be addressing them.  The number 86 bus takes six formers (there are no concessions now); the South Gloucestershire Bus service from Dunkirk takes 53 children and the Euro taxi service take 9 children.

A Bus sent last Monday did not have sufficient seats for the children and bus passes were inspected.

South Gloucestershire Council carried out works on access to the compost site as well as repairs to the soakaways and drains around the Village Hall.

County Hero awards-any people in the community you would like to nominate – agenda item for tonight to discuss.

Council is supporting lots of healthy activities, eating walking and running.

Meetings to be held about the public transport service to Southmead.  Plans are in place for an Aerospace Museum, not only to reflect the fantastic historical connection with the aero industry, but also the importance of the skills required by the industries and the hope of encouraging more young people (including girls) into the industry.

Concerns were raised regarding connecting buses from Yate to Hawkesbury, if cars are driven to Yate there is not a sufficient car park as the shopping centre offers just 4 hours free parking.

Cllr Hope will take these comments forward

Cllr Hope also visited the Great Western Ambulance Air Service; learning about the valuable service this provides.  This is run by a charity and funds are required to replace the helicopter.
