Regional Spatial strategy 

Cllr Hope-no call for 33k houses, 12k houses are already planned and the Council are putting forward a revised figure of 24,150 houses.

HLS Commons
Cllr Bleaken attended a meeting and the FWAG advisor indicated that to move forward a Constitution group will need to be formed, with members from the right holders on Hawkesbury and Inglestone Common.  SGCC will only deal with Constituted groups.
There is a “Graziers Group” consisting of all the right holders who use their rights (i.e. graze cows).  The group is wholly agreeable on the number of cows to release on the commons.  

The aim of both groups is to receive monies from the HLS scheme to improve the grazing on the commons (i.e. shrub removal, drainage, taking care of habitats of varied local importance flora and fauna species).

There is already a constituted group from Assley and Harely commons that are part of the same grazing area but they are in a different county.  Stroud Parish Council provides the topping, shrub clearance etc.
Once constituted this right holders group will interact with SGCC, Natural England etc. and a 10 year management plan will be formulated, the HLS scheme will pay for this to be implemented.

3. The payments file should be annotated as line items are reconciled to the bank statement so that any un-reconciled transactions are immediately and clearly visible.

4. The income and Expenditure report provides a useful summary of the movements in the council’s financial position over the year.  It may be helpful if this was presented to the council periodically throughout the year or at least half yearly.

The Parish clerk introduced a signatory list to be held in the finance folder, the income and expenditure spreadsheets have been amended.
